This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	Children from Reception to Year 6 spend 45 mins to one hour of music per week using the Charanga music scheme. The Charanga lesson plans include regular opportunities for children to perform on musical instruments. We use glockenspiels and a range of percussion instruments within the Charanga lesson plans Nursery play and sing throughout their provision but the Nursery team will also receive some training on how to use the specialist Early years section on Charanga to provide specialist sessions to the children. All teachers have recently received training on how to use the scheme to enable all children to access music, including children with SEND. 
We currently follow the statutory music scheme but will be exploring the new model music curriculum (non-statutory) on Charanga. We will be seeking advice from our local Charanga trainer about how we may incorporate this into our lessons.

[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Extra-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	We run whole school singing assemblies and after-school choir club weekly. Each week we focus on a new artist or composer. For example during Black history month, we will focus on black artists to enhance the children’s understanding of diversity within music. 
The school currently offers individual and small group sessions on drumming and guitar from an external music teacher. We also have music teachers from Rocksteady music school who provide drumming, guitar, keyboard and vocals lessons. The children often perform assemblies throughout the year and Rocksteady music school run assemblies to promote the school throughout the year. Please contact Mrs Read or Ms Trevathan (music lead) for pricing and information. 
The school is looking to work with Bucks music hub to see how we can expand our opportunities for the choir to join singing events. 
We will also host a Christmas carol concert for Nursery and Reception to ensure they are having opportunities to perform. Year 6 will perform in an end of year show with acting, dancing and singing.  
All children will also receive their own Charanga login and discover how to make music at home and with friends and family. 


Part C: Musical performances 
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	As mentioned above, the Early years classes will perform a Christmas Carol concert at Christ Church on Waterside. Years one and two will also perform their ‘Twinkly Nativity’ Play at school. Year 6 and possibly other classes, will perform the end of year show which most likely take place at school this year. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]With our private music tuition provider, we hold at least one performance in an assembly where children learning instruments showcase their latest pieces.
The school are working with the Bucks music Hub to see what other events the school can be part of. 


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	The school have set a budget aside to increase the instruments in school to ensure there is enough for each child to play within their music lessons. 
We will also be promoting the use of creating music at home using the Charanga scheme. 
The music lead is looking for local artists that could perform to the children to widen their musical experiences. 
The school choir would like to be part of the ‘Sing up’ nationwide event in following years and this year are seeing what other choir events they can join.
