	At Waterside Primary Academy, maths, reading and writing are at the heart of every child’s learning and therefore form key elements of every learning experience. Our children develop their writing skills every day across our curriculum to ensure solid foundations for learning.

We believe that the ability to write with confidence and accuracy is an essential life skill. Therefore, we aim to create cross curricular writing opportunities linked to our foundation subjects. We believe that in order for children to see themselves as successful writers they need to be involved in writing for a  real purpose and for different audiences.  
 
	Writing is an important part of our curriculum and is an integral part of all of our lessons. At Waterside, writing is taught in a range of ways, including:
· Modelling Writing: The teacher talks aloud the thought processes as a writer with the children. They model strategies in front of the children, communicating the strategies being used. Teachers may model writing skills such as punctuation, rehearsal, proof reading, editing, word selection, sentence construction and paragraphing.
· Shared Writing: This is a collaborative approach in which the pupils contribute their ideas and thoughts for the teacher to write. The teacher models and teaches specific writing skills and there is the opportunity for discussion to choose the most effective or suitable ideas.
· Supported Composition: The children work in pairs to provide the next sentence of the text. This may follow from the modelled or the shared writing process.
· Guided Writing: Based on ongoing assessments, teachers may choose to assign children to focus groups for individual lessons. They will be supported in addressing misconceptions, gaps in learning or common errors or the sessions may be used to stretch and enhance learning. 
· Independent Writing: Children are given opportunities to apply their understanding of the text type in their own writing. They are encouraged to plan, draft, write, edit and publish their work, applying the skills they have learnt throughout the unit of work on that particular text-type.

Writing
· Base writing around a high-quality text or real-life experience / purpose.
· Ensure that vocabulary, punctuation and grammar are directly taught as part of your build-up to extended writing.
· High level vocabulary must be introduced, explained and used in modelling for children to emulate  
· Show children examples (WAGOLL) of the finished writing product and annotate, identify and discuss the features. 
· Allow time for children to plan their ideas before writing. 
· Regularly model the writing process for children through a shared write.
· Regularly model the editing process through a shared edit.
· Writing tasks should take place over a series of lessons and children must draft their writing in English books.
· Build in opportunities for children to receive feedback within the compositional stage.
· Allow time to edit and redraft in purple pen as part of the writing process. 
· Published pieces of writing should be completed once a half term
Spelling
· Spellings should be explicitly taught on a weekly basis. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]RWI Spelling books to be used to record 
· Spelling tests (KS1 Phonics/KS2 dictation) should also be completed weekly in back of English book.
· Words tested should include those on your year group’s word list as well as those taught in connection with a spelling rule / pattern from the RWI book. 
Handwriting
· In almost all year groups – handwriting is expected to be legible, joined, on the line, correctly spaced and correctly sized.
· Set high expectations for handwriting and presentation from day 1.
· Handwriting needs to be explicitly taught by teachers and practiced regularly 
· By the end of reception children should be forming all letters correctly.
· By the end of Year 1 children should be forming all letters correctly, sizing letters correctly, writing on the line and using finger spaces. They will be ready to join and some may have started already. 
· By the end of Year 2 children will be joining – we do not use ‘lead-ins’.


	The impact of curriculum will be that all pupils at Waterside Primary Academy not only achieve the age appropriate standard at the end of Key Stage 2, but are also enable to: 

· Write with confidence, clarity and imagination;
· Understand and apply their knowledge of phonics, grammar and spelling accurately;
· Understand how to write for a range of purposes and audience, in a range of genres (including fiction, non-fiction and poetry), using the appropriate style, structure and features;
· Plan, draft, revise and edit their own work, and learn how to self and peer assess against the success criteria;
· Develop a technical vocabulary through which to understand and discuss their writing;
· Develop their imagination, creativity, expressive language and critical awareness.
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
